Your first series in 
each event will count for 
your all events score.  All 
events are based on actual  
pin fall for nine games.

All Events Divisions are determined by 
average:

B 160—189 Boy/Girl 

C 120—159 Boy/Girl

pate more than once in this tournament, if 
sports are available, but may bowl only
